NEHEMIAH'sCALL

This month we are continuing to take alook
at Nehemiah and his heart in Nehemiah
Chapters 1-4. Thisisacontinuation from
last month’s study.

3. The Discour agement:

Vs. 12 of Chapter two describes Nehemiah
getting up in the middle of the night to as-
sess the situation of the damage done to
thewall. He needed to know how to pro-
ceed before he could talk to the people
who lived there. He knew they were dis-

Nehemiah doesn’t talk to anyone about his
plans until he's made his rounds that night.
Read through the end of the chapter and
you can see the reason why he didn’t say
anything to anyone of the people right
from the beginning. Because the people
would have thought he was totally nuts
they would not have even listened to his
ideas. First notice that he inspects the
whole situation, so that he has complete
knowledge of the task that would be be-
fore him. Asa contractor for example,
you will examine everything closely. Y ou
evaluate, make plans of how it could be
done, the materials needed, the manpower
needed and how long it might take. Before
Nehemiah could tell the people what was
on his mind, he needed to be able to make
an educated estimate of the task at hand.
Invs. 17 as he reveds his plan, acknowl-
edging the devastation . The people proba-
bly thought: “Are you nuts??’ Yet, look at
vs. 18 as he exhorts them with the awe-
some blessing that God had granted him
through a pagan king. It's something so
off the wall that it had to be something
God would do and upon hearing these
news they got inspired and said: “Let's
rebuild it!” and they got to work right
away. How many times have you gotten a
second wind when someone encouraged
you? It's happened to me many times.
Sometimes discouragement comes upon
you so strong and right when you wanna
give up God sends someone to encourage
you and al of a sudden you can go ahead
with renewed strength. That reminds me
of Romans 10:15...How beautiful are the
feet of those who bring good news of good
things.

But every time there' sacall from God and
God' swork get’s done, there also comes

#
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the first attack tactic of the enemy: ridi-
cule to discourage. In our story here, it
comes from two people | mentioned to you
last month: Sanballat and Tobiah. They
bring it on with mockery and then with a
guilt trip saying that what is being built is
illegal, that the king didn’t authorize this
and they are rebelling. Well, guess what,
Nehemiah HAS the approval of the king
and of course has an answer for them to
take the wind out of their sails. Besides,
approval of the king or not —there's a
King in Heaven who's got all authority!
But of course Sanballat and Tobiah could
have cared less about that!

I’'m going to skip Chapter 3 for right now,
but we'll get back to it for point four.

So, lets take alook now into Chapter 4 and
back to one of our two “lovely” charac-
ters—Sanbalat. He didn’t like what’ s hap-
pening at all and got extremely
furious and of course continued
the mockery.

Just look at the questions he
raisesinvs. 2 of Chapter 4.
That's how Eve got deceived by
being questioned of something
sheknew! Sanballat really
pours it on and of course our
other wonderful person Tobiah
can't keep his mouth shut and
pipesin with moreridiculein
vs. 3. What will make people
give up more, than being made fun of?
Well, we know the rest of the story. The
wall does get built. but the things Tobiah is
saying is making me chuckle. What To-
biah doesn’'t know is, that the God of
Heaven doesn’t put a call on someone's
life to do something halfway. When God
calls someone, it’s done with power and
will have lasting results, even when the
people He uses are just common folks!

It's not in the power of the person, but lies
within the power of aHoly God.

Amazing how we know this when we
know ‘the rest of the story’, but when we
have to trust God, like the I sraglites had to
in thisinstance, we aren’t so confident.

Y et, do we not know the character of God?
We trust Him to save our souls and we
can't trust Him with daily life?
Discouragement could have made these
guys quit, but what do they do instead?
They prayed!!!.......... | think this could be

ahint to all of usl....Notice the statement
invs. 6 — ‘the people had a mind to work’.
Y ou know what, when God calls you to do
something, nothing’ s gonna stop you, be-
cause you have amind to work. If you
stay in close contact and relationship with
the Lord you will have arenewed mind, a
mind and heart that’ s steadfast and fo-
cused upon the task that the Lord’ s asked
you to do.

Of course the enemy doesn’t like that as
weseeinvs. 7-8. But again, the answer is
invs. 9-10. The enemy brings on discour-
agement, you go to God and you pray!
Reading on in vs. 11-14 we notice that the
enemy is not going to give up and if one
thing doesn’t work, something stronger
might, specially when he can threaten
someone'slife! But asyou see, thisfell in
the water too — because once again GOD
has a purpose and it will be
accomplished — the conspiracy
was discovered and the people
were prepared for the enemy.
If you pray, God will prepare
you! Yes, they got fearful (vs.
14) but Nehemiah encouraged
them with the words: “do not
be afraid of them, REMEM-
BER the Lord who is great and
awesome, and fight”. Nehe-
miah was defeating the creep-
ing discouragement with en-
couraging words of God's awe. They did-
n't have to fight at all, because the enemy
found out that they were ready and pre-
pared and the battle never happened.

Just apply thisto your life today. Discour-
agement comes up to defeat you, the en-
emy wants to get you down, but by prayer
and remembering what God' s done and
knowing his character and staying in the
His Word, will ready and prepare you.
Once the enemy knows you are prepared,
he knows he's defeated already so why
try. Remember Ephesians 6:10-20, The
Armor Of God! Put it on daily, even if you
have to hold a spear in one hand and the
mortar in the other, like they did in this
chapter, but keep working, don’t ever give
up. If God has called you — keep going
forward. Next month wewill be
looking at point 4. The Power of Unity,
which takes us back to Chapter 3.
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When | cameto First Baptist Church
in Texico, NM, | had heard alot of
good things about their pastor Bob
Brown. Being hungry for more meat of
the word | started going there and at-
tended the church 9 years. Pastor Bob's
preaching style was expository bible
teaching and it has been a huge blessing
inmy life. 1I'velearned alot from Pas-
tor Bob, how to study the Word, how to
ask questions and seek the answers.
There it wasthefirst time that | learned
about Hebrew words and Greek words
and their meanings. The Word of God
was opened to me like a treasure chest.

| was very blessed to sit under histeach-
ing. Unfortunately for me, Pastor
Brown was called to Desert Springs
Church in Albuguerque, NM in 2000. It
was hard for me to see him go, but |
was thrilled for that church that they
would be blessed by such a wonderful
bible teacher! Bob went to West Texas
State University for his undergraduate
studies and was, | believe, the offensive

lineman in his football team. So you
can imagine that we heard lots of funny
illustrations about his experiences.

All of Bob's teachings were deep dig-
ging into the Word. Pastor Bob could
take abook of the Bible, or a chapter
and just camp out on a few verses,
teaching it’'s context and make it so
practical. It was never boring, in-

stead, scripture cameto life. It

was never just head knowledge, it

was always applicable, as he con-

veyed the message to us. He was

able to do that to the point where

we, as the congregation, could ex-

plain what we' ve heard to someone el se.
Pastor Bob was always to big support to
anyone in his congregation and for this
he was very loved.

His wife LaDelle has been atremendous
encouragement to me aswell. | will
