Pastor  Dave made a phonecal l  to her 
and she happened to be in town at  a 
house that  she just  bought  to remodel 
and she was at  the jobsi te.  So we drove 
r ight  over  there.  When we arr ived the 
house looked very charming on the out -
side with a new creamy paint job and 
cute black shut ters on some of the win-
dows.  Something I  wouldn’t  mind call -
ing my home…… wel l , l i t t le did I  
know…. 

When we got  there she came to greet  us 
and Pastor  Dave int roduced us.  Even 
though she normally doesn’t  show 
homes that  are not  finished, Kel ly took 
us into the house that  she was just  now 
working on.  Walking inside, there was 
construct ion stuff everywhere!  But  I  
immediately not iced the oak wood floor-
ing in the l iving room area underneath 
al l  that  dir t  and stuff si t t ing around!  
I ’ve always wanted oak wood floors.  The 
dining room area st i l l  had l inoleum over  
i t , but  I  was sure there was more wood 
to be uncovered.  Then we walked up-
stairs where everything was bare, only 
the wal l studs were there and men 
working on get t ing sheetrock hung back 
up.  They had total ly taken everything 
down, to replace i t  wi th new sheetrock 
and wir ing.  Yet  in the midst  of al l  the 
const ruct ion, I  could envision a very 
charming home once finished.    But 
there was another  home that was al-
ready a finished product  and so we took 
a shor t  dr ive to that  house also.  I t  was 
another  one that  Kelly and her  crew had 
worked on and i t  was done very beaut i -
ful ly.  I  real ly l iked the ki tchen, i t  was 
big and cheery, yet  something drew me 
to that  other  house.   That  night  we 
went  home talking with Pastor  Dave 
and praying about  this house on 
McKinley Street .  I n talking to Kel ly 
more over  the next  few days, she offered 
us to buy the house and in exchange for 
the downpayment , we’d do all  the finish 
remodel work, as in finishing up the 
sheetrock, paint ing, fixing the wood 
floors, laying the t i le in the bathroom 
and ki tchen, instal l ing the bathroom 
and so on.  There was some hope on the 
hor izon—now the problem would be, 

could we get  financed?  Against  al l  odds 
and with us being just  in minist ry and 
not  having regular  jobs, we got  the fi -
nancing and—then we got  to work.   

I n working with Kelly we found that  
she’s a very energet ic Chr ist ian woman 
who with her  vision and dr ive can make 
a shack of a place into a beaut i ful  home. 
She’s a lot  of fun to be with and she has 
some great  ideas and was also very, very 
flexible when I  wanted to make some 
changes or  had ideas of my own.   

That  was towards the middle of Octo-
ber….we worked for  two weeks on the 
house doing all  the taping and bedding 
on the sheetrock and pull ing staples out 
of wood floors.  Then—we needed to 
move out  of the rent  house in Clovis, 
because I  didn’t  want  to pay for  another 
month of rent  when we needed al l  the 
money we could get  l iving up here. 

So the beginning of November we drove 
down to Clovis, NM with Chr is Bel l  our  
new gui tar ist  fr iend tagging along!  We 
were so exci ted that  he decided to come 
along, because we wanted to do a 
“Farewel l ” Concer t  in Clovis before we 
left  and we so wanted to int roduce 
Chr is’s music to our  fr iends down south 
and also bless them with what  we wi l l  
be doing together  wi th Chr is.   

I t  took us two days to get  down to 
Clovis, wi th making a stop in Tulsa, OK, 
spending the night  wi th our  fr iends Mi-
chael and Cathy Jones.  MJ does the 
websi te and Cat  has been doing some 
bookings for  me.  Their  l i t t le son Mikey 
was so exci ted to see us!  This l i t t le 4 
year  old can tel l  you the salvat ion story!  
Very cool  young man! 

When we got  to Clovis we were ex-
hausted from the t r ip and praying on 
how we would make i t  financial ly to get 
al l  my furni ture up to Wisconsin.  We 
had just  enough money for  the gas, but 
not  for  the rent  of the moving van by the 
t ime we arr ived.  So—we prayed and 
prayed hard. 

The next  day we star ted packing and 
packing and packing.  With Chr is’s help 
we got  most  of i t  done before we did our 
concer t .   

The concer t  was just  a blast , because we 
did some di fferent  things l ike some 
jazzy music where Warren played his 
saxophone, I  did some basic drums with 
Chr is playing lead gui tar  over  a t rack 
we had playing in the background.  I t  
was really cool .  We shared some of my 
rock off the “Wal l ” CD and Chr is played 
some of his techno/modern rock, Warren 
sang a few of his favor i te country songs 
and we ended the evening with praise 
and worship.  That  night , our fr iend 
Terr i  pledged to help us with get t ing the 
moving van!  WOW, what  a blessing 
that  was to us!  She’s a lady with a su-
per  big hear t , who has always encour-
aged me and talked me through some of 
the most  di fficul t  t imes in my l i fe, al-
ways praying for  me!  I ’m grateful  for  
her  fr iendship and I  pray for  God to 
bless her  financial ly for  her  kindness 
she’s shown to us.

Since 
I hung out down there quit a bit, of 
course Terri and I got to know each 
other very well and she shared with 
me her testimony.  She always lived 
on a farm, but since her husband 
died, she could no longer keep it up 

and so she had to move.  She prayed 
and asked God to find her a place 
out in the country where she could 
keep some of her animals, which He 
did.  God’s so good about that kind 
of stuff.
