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Dear Friends of Psalm 100  
Ministries, 
Last month I shared with all of 
you about the next step we 
had taken by becoming a min-
istry department of A.C.T. 
(Artists in Christian Testi-
mony) which gives us our 
non-profit status.  We’ve 
shared with you our need for 
your partnership in prayer and 
also financially, which will 
open for many of you an op-
portunity to bring hope and 
encouragement to those “dry 
bones” when you yourselves 
aren’t able to go.    
As many of you know we min-
ister to the biker community 
and will be going to Sturgis,  
S.D. again for the annual bike 
rally in August, with our BBQ 

and music, inviting several 
bands to come out and join 
our efforts. 
We also minister to the needy 
at the Overflowing Cup 
Coffeehouse in Beloit, WI, 
which is a street ministry that 
has been in existence for 31 
years.   We also minister  with 
our music at other missions, 
churches and conferences 
and we don’t ask for a fee, 
just for a love offering.  Many 
of the places we go to could 
not afford to have someone 
come for a fee, but I believe in 
my heart that encouragement 
is much needed everywhere 
and if the Lord can use me 
and Warren to bring hope and 
renewal to those places, then 
I want to be available to go.  

But with us struggling our-
selves it sometimes becomes 
a financial burden when ex-
penses aren’t covered com-
pletely.   This is the only rea-
son why we’d even ask for 
financial help.  If you ever re-
member a concert, or a minis-
ter that has brought encour-
agement to you, just by com-
ing and being there and bring-
ing a fresh word from the Lord 
and how excited you’ve felt 
and  how you left with strength 
in your heart,  then you under-
stand how much needed it is 
for people to receive some 
refreshing and renewing!    
This has always been my vi-
sion from the time this ministry

But  I  don’t  think people minded too 
much, they al l  had a fun t ime eat ing 
and talk ing.   

May had been a busy month for  us 
with several concer t  oppor tunit ies, 
one being for  the L iving Word Inter -
nat ional Minist r ies Conference in Mi l-
waukee.  We were so ministered to by 
everyone that  spoke and sang and we 
had the most  enthusiast ic audience 
par t icipat ing in our  music when i t  
was our  turn to share.  The whole con-
ference was a deep blessing with pow-
er ful  Word from our  Lord br inging us 
much needed encouragement  as wel l  
as being reminded of who we are in 
Chr ist !  People, we tend to forget  that  
al l  the t ime when stuff goes wrong.  
I nstead of l iving in victory we set t le 
for  defeat  and once in defeat  i t ’s hard 
to re-think and remember, ‘wait  a 
minute, I ’m a chi ld of the l iving God, 
the one who made the dry bones have 
flesh and breath and walk again’.  I f 
my God can revive dry bones, then 
surely He can and wi l l  and is going to 
revive me.  He did that  through this 

conference!  I  can only encourage you, 
i f you are discouraged and you feel 
l ike you are in a hole that  you can’t  
cl imb out  of…...find the Lord fi rst  of 
al l , find that  t ime to spend with H im, 
let  H im speak to you and love you, 
then, find someone to pray with and 
others to fel lowship with and at tend a 
special  meet ing or  conference.  You 
never  know why the Lord may send 
you there, just  to give you Word, that  
He knows, that  He’s heard your  
prayers and that  He wi l l  be an ever  
present  help to you—all  you have to 
do is TRUST!  I  don’t  know why I ’m 
get t ing al l  “preachy”, because usual ly 
there’s another  sect ion for  the study of 
the Word, but  for  some reason I  won-
der  i f someone else that  is reading 
this needs to hear  from the Lord to-
day.  I  want  to encourage you to read 
James Chapter  One…..  Every t ime 
I ’ve complained lately, that ’s what  
God keeps br inging to my mind big 
t ime.  We are st i l l  st ruggl ing and I  tel l  
ya, I ’ve been unstable in al l  my ways, 
asking God and immediately doubt ing 
that  He’s gonna answer .  Wel l , what  
kind of fai th is that??? Defini tely not  

pleasing to God.  Being tossed around 
and looking for  the answers every-
where else but  where they can always 
be found is not  a state I  want  to be in 
al l  the t ime.  Yet , that ’s where we 
tend to find ourselves.  So be encour-
aged, the Lord knows what  you need 
and in al l  things, praise Him, praise 
Him, praise Him, for  He is wor thy.  
I t ’s amazing what  praise from the 
hear t  wi l l  do!  Just  think, as a kid, 
just  cos your  dad didn’t  give you what  
you wanted you didn’t  stop loving 
him.  Wel l , yeah, you may have been 
upset , but  you loving him didn’t  end.  
So love your  heavenly Father  and con-
t inue in fai thfulness, He WILL re-
ward! 

Wel l , that  about  br ings us to the end 
of this sect ion.  I  just  want  to quickly 
ment ion that  we did not  get  the t rol-
ley car  we talked about  last  month, 
the person changed their  mind and 
wanted money up front  which we did 
not  have and so we t rust  God that  He 
has other  provisions for  us.  Please 
keep us in your  prayers and stay 
st rong in your  fai th and wait  on God! 
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Warren and I also have another vision, 
something that’s very very much on my 
heart—and that is to go to Germany.  
Many of you know I was born and raised 
there and have experienced the ‘religiosity 
and traditions’ that is in existence in many 
of the churches over there.  My parents 
never went to church, but my grandmother 
and my aunt and uncle did.  Yet in being 
introduced to “church” to me it was always 
a depressing place, dark and filled with 
repetitions that didn’t mean a thing.  In 
remembering this, my heart’s desire is to 
go over there, shake the church., to wake 
up the slumbering faithful and turn them 
into mighty believers who know how to 
take a stand upon the Word of God, be-
lieve it and live it.  People who for the first 

time would get to know Jesus for who He 
truly is and have a relationship with Him. 
When I had the opportunity to sing and 
share 3 and 4 years ago at my uncle’s 
church, with another one opening up the 
next year, it was amazing to see the re-
sponse of the people who sat with eyes 
wide open hearing a 30 minute message, 
glued to the words  not fidgeting once, 
when they are used to a 10 minute mes-
sage and some traditional songs.  Peo-
ple don’t bring their bibles to church, just 
song books.  They are not taught to look 
up the Word for themselves and in many 
places they’ve never heard songs with a 
message!  They’ve never heard uplifting 
songs that you could sing from your 
heart to the Lord…… 

My friends, the vision is there, I know  we 
will go there one day and we are waiting 
for God’s provision to make it possible! 
My aunt already offered us a place to 
stay, now we just need the finances to go. 
I know Warren would love to have a 
chance to make them some of his BBQ 
and have a music revival and food fest 
going!!! 
 
But seriously, why not?  This is what we 
want to do here, be able to just feed the 
hungry and have them enjoy the Lord’s 
goodness through the food , music and 
His Word…...then go take it to the World!

Psalm 33:6:  By the Word of the 
Lord the heavens were made and 
by the breath of His mouth all their 
host. 
 
This is our starting scripture that we 
are taking a closer look at and we 
started last month with:  1.  Who do 
you listen to?  Now we will con-
tinue with Par t 2. 
 

2.  THE POWER OF WORDS 

In Proverbs 23:7 it says:  For as he 
thinks in his heart so is he….. 

If that’s not an “ouch” , I don’ t know 
what is.  I don’ t want to think stuff 
in my heart that’s contrary to the 
will of God.  Immediately I thought 
of scriptures in James, Chapter 
Three, about the tongue.  Come 
close and read on: 
James 3:2-6: For we all stumble in 
many ways I f anyone does not 
stumble in what he says, he is a 
perfect man, able to bridle the 
whole body as well. Now if we put 
the bits into the horses' mouths so 
that they will obey us, we direct 
their entire body as well. Look at 
the ships also, though they are so 
great and are driven by strong 
winds, are still directed by a very 
small rudder wherever the inclina-
tion of the pilot desires. So also the 
tongue is a small part of the body, 
and yet it boasts of great things.  
See how great a forest is set aflame 
by such a small fire!   And the 
tongue is a fire, the very world of 
iniquity; the tongue is set among 
our members as that which defiles 
the entire body, and sets on fire the 
course of our life, and is set on fire 
by hell.� �
 
As you can see, it’s easy to stumble 

just by our words.  Our words can 
direct our whole life!!  What we be-
lieve about ourselves becomes the 
direction our life takes.  It’s all 
about perception of who you think 
you are.  Are you concluding about 
yourself that you are inadequate?  
Insufficient on the inside? That you 
need to do better?  Is insecurity, 
condemnation, rejection, emotional 
hurts directing your life? 
Again, do you believe God, yourself 
or the enemy/world? 

Back to James 3:8-12 - But no one 
can tame the tongue; it is a restless 
evil and full of deadly poison. With 
it we bless our Lord and Father, 
and with it we curse men, who have 
been made in the likeness 
of God; from the same 
mouth come both blessing 
and cursing. My brethren, 
these things ought not to 
be this way. Does a foun-
tain send out from the 
same opening both fresh 
and bitter water? Can a 
fig tree, my brethren, pro-
duce olives, or a vine pro-
duce figs? Nor can salt 
water produce fresh.  

Are we talking trash?  Hey, that’s 
really what it is.  Whenever we 
speak awful things of ourselves, it’s 
trash, plain and simple – deadly poi-
son.  This poison directs our life. 

With me being a musician, trash talk 
is something very easy to fall into.  
You hear someone else sing or play 
and – man they totally rock – and 
you feel that you totally suck.  Wait 
a minute!  First, everyone’s talent is 
different, just because I can’ t sing 
like Sandi Patti or Jackie Velasquez, 
doesn’ t mean I’m not a singer.  But, 
there were times I trash talked my-
self down and in essence also the 

gift that God has put inside me, 
which means that I was putting 
down God’s blessing!   We say stuff 
and it’s like we are programming 
ourselves to go down a certain 
path – which often leads so far away 
from the blessing that God has in 
mind for us.  Don’ t become a victim 
of what you believe of yourself! 

I’ ve been reading a book by Richard 
Hays called “Righteous At Last”  
and he said something interesting in 
Chapter 7 of this book (and I quote):  
“ If I want to understand how to 
change, I have to understand a tree.  
Why does an apple tree produce ap-
ples?  Selah, pause and think on 
that.  Why does an apple tree pro-

duce apples;  because it is an 
apple tree!  It produces what 
it is according to it’s nature.  
Jesus’  work has given me 
my inheritance.  What I was 
not, I now can be.  I was not 
righteous, but Jesus has 
given me his righteousness, 
an inheritance, a free gift.  
Now I am righteous like 
Him because I have that 
same righteousness.  Just 

like the apple tree produces apples, 
because it is an apple tree, we Chris-
tians produce the fruit of righteous-
ness, because now we are right-
eous.”  

That’s what the writer of James 3 is 
talking about in verses 11 and 12.  If 
the fountain is by nature fresh water, 
it’ ll spring forth fresh water, if it’ s 
bitter by nature, bitter water.  Same 
with the fig tree. It’s by nature a fig 
tree, so it produced figs, the vines 
produce grapes by nature, etc.   

What are you by nature?  We’ ll look 
at this closer as we…..

It was 
always Elo’s dream to get to meet the 
lead singer of her favorite band and the 
Lord not only opened up a door for her 
to get to full fill this dream, but also 
to meet many new friends in person 
with whom she had been communi-
cating with for a year or so on this 
message board. 
I remember the first time we met, as 
Sue picked us both up on the same 
day at the airport.  Sue and I had 
worried about communication prob-
lems, but that was totally unneces-
sary ‘cos when we met Elo we found 
out that she spoke English very well 
and we could understand her easily.  Elo 
self-taught herself English which is 
amazing. 
Elo and I clicked right away  She is so 
filled with the Spirit of God and even 
though she was only 17 at the time, I 
was amazed at the spiritual maturity this 
young lady had.  We shared scripture 
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and talked about our faith, it was so much 
fun.  Of course we had a blast at the con-
cert and meeting many of the other people 
who arrived for the event.  It was hard to 
say good-bye for all of us, as we all felt 

like family!  Elo is now 21 
and she’s been going to 
school.  Her dream is to 
become a teacher and 
translator one day.  As of 
now, she’s been blessed 
with a teaching job.  She 
still lives at home with her 
mom in Hermosillo, Mex-
ico, but hopes to come to 
the United States as an 
Exchange Student.  She 

would like to attend a school in either Mil-
waukee or Madison, which would make 
her close to us.  Elo makes friends very 
easily, she’s a fun person to be with and 
she’s been one mighty prayer warrior and 
encourager to me in my ministry and now 
to Warren also!  Elo thank you for your 
love and friendship!  I love you!!! 
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Thank you so much for catching this vision of seeing God’s purpose accomplished in the mission of A.C.T. 

 
Once again, of primary importance to the real impact of our ministry is your partnership with us in prayer, seeking the Lord’s wisdom, 
provision, and blessing.

James 2:14-17 says:  What use is it, my brethren if a man says he has faith, but he has no works.  Can that faith save 
him?  If a brother or sister is without clothing and in need of daily food, and one of you says to them “Go in peace, 
be warmed and be filled” and yet you do not give them what is necessary for their body, what use is that?  Even so 
faith, if it has no works, is dead, being by itself. 
 

By faith we go forth in our desire to see people fed physically and spiritually, both with Warren’s BBQ and the music part of our minis-
try.  We want to be the conduit of God’s grace and mercy.  I’ve often felt, you can’t offer to others what you yourself have not experi-
enced and as I have experienced the grace of God in my struggles, I want to pass it on.  It’s all about being real and this is how peo-
ple can relate to us and through us to Jesus. 
 
We want to continue to: 

·      Serve the Lord; Know that He is God; Enter His gates with thanksgiving and His courts with praise; Give thanks to His name; 
Remember that the Lord is good and his lovingkindness and faithfulness is everlasting.  (Psalm 100) 

·      Share the life of God’s Word through music by using the gifts God has given me.  
·      Bring the light of Christ into a darkened world with a message and love people where they are at and just being real with 

them 
·      Be an encourager to all who are in need of hope 
·      Be an encourager to other ministers and ministries 
·      Feed the hungry and just bless others with good tasting food 

 
In our ministry vision, we want to expand to…….. 

·      Developing other artists in relating God’s love through their gifts to the people they minister to and helping them with their 
stage presence to relate their message to the audience effectively.  

·      Working together with other bands, musicians, singers and others gifted in arts to effectively minister the message of hope 
wherever we are called to go by putting on concerts or events for people to come to and be blessed. 

·      Encouraging young people to use their gifts and talents for Christ. 
·      Going back to Germany to minister Christ’s life to the spiritually dead! 

 
In order to effectively press on towards the goal, we are in need of help.  Even though Warren and I are “tentmakers” and are working 
in finish work construction, this work barely meets our own needs, much less the expenses of a ministry with a huge vision.   Yet 
where God guides, He provides and sometimes that provision comes through His people who catch the vision and come alongside 
us! 
 
Here are some financial goals to meet our ever growing needs: 

·      Finances for continued office expenses, such as   (postage, printer cartridges, paper, envelopes, copy & printing costs etc.) 
·      Updating Office Equipment needs    (laptop computer, laser printer, CD label printer that prints on CD’s) 
·      Other      (good digital camera) 
·      BBQ needs    (another much needed cooker/pig roaster for Warren’s BBQ as cooking needs are growing) 
·      RV   (for housing during events such as the two week event in Sturgis, S.D. and South Dakota State Fair) 
·      Music Needs    (Multi CD burner, Yamaha WX5 Wind Midi Controller for Warren (in addition to his sax), saxophone stand, 

easy fold up guitar stand) 
·      Finances for new CD projects   (Sam’s Praise & Worship Album, Warren’s first Christian Country CD) 
·      Other needs are financial provisions for: 

o Training Seminars 
o Travel Expenses  (Concerts, BBQ Events, Vendor & License Fees) 
o Trip to London at the end of September to be part of Jubilee Christian Centre’s convention per invitation. 
 



We are very excited about the latest development with the invitation to come to London at the end of September!  We have been 
praying for the Lord to send us to Europe and we are honored to have been asked to come by Bishop Ben Ebujor. 
 
While there, we would like to expand our trip to Germany.  Some of you may not know that I was born and raised in Germany, my 
mother still lives there and has never met Warren.  I would like to have her meet him and once again have the opportunity to sing and 
minister at my uncle’s church and a second church that I was invited to go to now going on 4 years ago.  Their congregation is ea-
gerly waiting to have me come back to sing to them and share a message.  You have to understand that many over there have no 
clue about the life that’s in the Word of God.  Most of the time they get their 10 minute sermon, do a few “religious things” and they 
are out the door.  Both churches were tremendously blessed by the Lord when He opened the door for me just to share the love of 
Christ to them.  Oh, how amazing He is to “use the foolish things of this world to confound the wise”  (I Cor. 1:25-31).  Many were 
weeping and in tears, for they had never heard such wonderful news before!  It was awesome to show them how exciting the Word of 
God is and how much it applies to their lives today.  Both England and Germany are countries in desperate need of spiritual awaken-
ing.
