We will be having places for people to sleep, 
which is organized by our friend DJ Simmons, 
who has contacts with a church in Sturgis. 
So if you feel you want to come along, have a 
great time of ministry, meeting new people, 
making new friends and have fellowship and 
good BBQ, come on up.   
 
We will be located in the 1200 block of Main 
Street, in a backyard behind a two story brick 
house.  Access to us is through the alley or 
through the T-shirt vendor in the front.  There 
will be lots of shaded seating available and—
of course—live music!  We offer a safe place 
for people to come and be at. 
 
You know, the funny thing is, this year I have 

such a good feeling about this rally, it’ll be so 
much fun—but there’s still one thing that con-
cerns me and that is—where will we be stay-
ing while we are cooking at night??  Our old 
RV that kept breaking down has found it’s 
resting place at a junk yard.  It was no longer 
worth fixing, since the frame started falling 
apart also.   
 
So, now we are DESPERATELY searching 
for another RV.  At the moment we are not 
able to buy one, but we’d be grateful if we 
could borrow one or rent one from someone 
who would be willing to loan it to us for the 
time we will be in Sturgis and the South Da-
kota State Fair (Sept. 3-10), where we are 
scheduled to do a BBQ as well.   Our time in 
South Dakota will be from August 1 to Sep-
tember 15th, as we also have a block party 
scheduled in Hot Springs, S.D. where we will 

be doing the BBQ and a concert and we’ll also 
be doing a concert in Sioux Falls at a festival. 
 
Please, if you know someone who is willing to 
loan us their RV, or even willing to donate it to 
us, please let them know of our need.   
Also, if someone would be willing to sell us 
their RV and allow us to pay them directly, that 
would also be another option, but we need low 
payments at the moment.   
 
Right now we are trusting God for those provi-
sons.  With Warren having a condition where 
he needs a bathroom and a shower handy and 
my health not always being the strongest, 
camping out is just not for us.

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BY THE BREATH OF GOD 
 
Psalm 33:6:  By the Word of the Lord the 
heavens were made and by the breath of His 
mouth all their host. 

This is our starting scripture that we are taking 
a closer look at and we started with:  1.  Who 
do you listen to?  Last month was:  2.  The 
power of words.  Now we will continue with 
Part 3. 

3.  THE BREATH OF GOD’s POWER 

Take a look again at our scripture above! 

Soooo, if WE as Christians are saved through 
Christ Jesus, then we have the Holy Spirit liv-
ing within us, right?  We were created in His 
image, right?  The power of God lives within 
us, right?        
With this in mind, as I was pondering I felt 
like the Lord was trying to show me some-
thing.        Think about this:   Every time you 
speak, what comes out of your mouth besides 
the words?   Don’ t know?           Hold your 
hand in front of your mouth and talk.  What do 
you feel?  Right.  BREATH! 

 Can words be heard if there was no Breath 
coming out of your mouth every time you 
talked?  No.  I mean if you want to you can 
inhale and talk, but it sounds funny, still, you 
are breathing! 

So every time you SPEAK, you breathe.   
Let’s look at some of the breathing that God 
has been doing: 
 
Genesis 2:7 - Then the LORD God formed 
man of dust from the ground, and breathed 
into his nostrils the breath of life; and man 
became a living being. 
Genesis 7:15 - So they went into the ark to 
Noah, by twos of all flesh in which was the 
breath of life. 
Job 12:10 -In whose hand is the life of every 
living thing, And the breath of all mankind? 
Job 27:3 -�For as long as life is in me,  And 
the breath of God is in my nostrils,   
Isaiah 57:16 - For I  will  not contend forever,  
Nor will I  always be angry; For the spirit 
would grow faint before Me, And the breath 
of those whom I  have made. 
 
If you ever, ever feel dry, dead, discouraged 
and that it seems nothing will ever go right in 
your life.  If you feel that you have no life left 
in you and you can’ t bear your problems and 
hardships one more day, you need to read Eze-
kiel 37:1-14!! ! ! !   Here is one scripture to get 
you salivating for more: 
Ezekiel 37:5 - " Thus says the Lord GOD to 
these bones, 'Behold, I  will cause breath to 
enter you that you may come to life.      

That same powerful breath that put life back 
into those bones, is the same God that indwells 
the believer through His Spirit!  Talk about 
BREATH!  Wow! 
 
Acts 17:25 - ……�since He Himself gives to 
all people life and breath and all things; 
2 Thessalonians 2:8 - Then that lawless one 
will be revealed whom the Lord will slay with 
the breath of His mouth and bring to an end 
by the appearance of His coming;                    
 
Rejoice, dear one, He gives life to all people – 
and His breath. 

NOW – Back to my ponderings:  We just saw 
the power of God revealed in His breath alone.   
We also know that His Holy Spirit lives within 
the believer.   We also know about apple trees 
and what they produce by nature – and what a 
Christian produces by nature, since a believer 
has Christ living within them.  We also know 
all the scriptures we read earlier about the 
power of the words we speak with our 
tongues.  We also remember 
what I talked about earlier what 
comes out of our mouth besides 
words when we speak.  Remem-
ber?  Breath. 

Here’s a couple more scriptures 
that came to mind:                   
Proverbs 10:11 - The mouth of 
the righteous is a fountain of 
life, But the mouth of the wicked 
conceals violence.                                            
Proverbs 18:4 - The words of a man's mouth 
are deep waters; The fountain of wisdom is a 
bubbling brook. 

Ohh, are you following me?  There’s some 
stuff bubbling up!!  Goes in line with the foun-
tain that James 3:11 talked about.     

Allright, this is what we know:  The power of 
the breath of God.  Holy Spirit lives in be-
liever. Apple trees produce apples by nature.  
Fresh spring produces fresh water.  Christian 
produces Christ’s life by nature.  The tongue 
has big time power  - and we know:  breath 
comes out of our mouths when we talk. 

Now –  If we have the powerful Spirit of God 
living within us, then by nature what should 
bubble out of us is fresh living water!        
Same with when we say things, we breathe 
words as if it is the breath of the Holy Spirit,
…that breath, the same power that created the 
whole earth. 

Here’s what I’m trying to relate to you very 
inadequately, because sometimes what’s up in 
my head, doesn’ t come out the way I want to 

say it.  So I hope I’m able to explain to you 
what I felt God was saying to me. 

So if we speak with that same power words 
into being every time we talk, we are affecting 
our lives by our words.  There’s no telling 
now many times I may have prolonged a 
blessing from God, because I kept talking 
smack!  I want to speak the power of God into 
my life in a positive way.  I’m a child of the 
King and I live in victory not defeat.  Same 
with you! 

We can affect our lives positively in line with 
God’s will, or we can speak negative things 
into being, agreeing with the enemy or the 
world.      Remember, ‘as a man believes in his 
heart, so is he’ ..  

If you say negative things – as a Christian you 
are speaking these negative things also with 
the power of God – and in all essence you are 
agreeing with the enemy – or the world.  If 

you are struggling, ask God to help you 
watch over your words!            Under 
no circumstances should we want to 
agree with the enemy and we also 
don’ t want to agree with the world.  So 
if I keep on saying that “ I’m never 
gonna make it” , “Everything I touch 
goes wrong” , “Nobody likes me”, “ I’m 
too this and too that, not enough of this 
and not enough of that”……well guess 
what, you are eventually gonna believe 
what you say as you are agreeing with 
the enemy, who wants to have you be-

lieve that’s how you are! There’s power in 
words!!!      

We are children of the Living God, we need to 
speak the things that truly are and speak those 
things that God says we are and who we 
WANT TO BE.   
 
I’ve also noticed, when I’m in His Word, 
when I walk that close walk with the Lord, my 
whole attitude changes.  When I’m enthralled 
with God and singing with a heart surrendered 
to Him in my concerts, it’s amazing how 
many people have seen His power revealed 
and were touched.      What I want in my life 
is nothing but His reflection, which shows a 
totally different picture than what I may feel 
about myself.    How about you?   

Romans 12:2 - And do not be conformed to 
this world, but be transformed by the renew-
ing of your mind, so that you may prove what 
the will of God is, that which is good and 
acceptable and perfect. 

Let’s all remember to transform our speech!   
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I still remember meeting David Michael 
in my early years of ministry.  I think it 
was in 2001 when I met him the first 
time.  Seems like every summer when I 
flew up to see my friend Sue in Sheboy-
gan, WI, that David Michael would be 
there playing at the Upper Room 
Coffeehouse. His ministry has always 
put an impression on me.  Here was this 
young man with a guitar, who wrote his 
own songs, had some CD’s out and he 
traveled all over the place ministering 
wherever he was invited.  That was so 
much my own dream and after hearing 
his concert that first time, I was so 
touched by his songs.  Even though I’m 
big time into rock, his acoustic stuff is 
just flat awesome and—since I’ve met 
him the first time, I think he’s even got-
ten more refined. 
So, that first time meeting him, I had a 
chance to visit with him and we shared 
for a long time and I asked him tons of 
questions.  The next time we saw each 
other, I was able to open up for him 
with some of my own songs as I was 

working on my first CD and it was ex-
citing for me to be able to share that 
with him.  I think I remember seeing 
him at another time when I was up in 
Sheboygan and he so ministered to me 
as I was going through a very tuff time 
personally.  This year Warren and I 
met him together down in Nashville 
at the CIA Summit, as David is also 
an IndieHeaven artist.  So it was 
very cool to be able to share with 
him how my own ministry had 
grown and that I now have two CD’s 
released!  He was so excited.   
 
David Michael Carrillo has toured 
internationally, interweaving be-
loved hymns, worship songs and his 
own bible based songs, bridging the gap 
between age and denominations.  His 
message of hope and healing comes 
from his personal relationship with the 
Lord.  Growing up, he faced the chal-
lenges of having Attention Deficit Hy-
peractivity Disorder (ADHD), learning 
disabilities and being rejected by his

peers.  David Michael shares about the 
healing power of the gospel that delivered 
him from the fear of people and low self 
doubt that developed as a teenager and 
young adult.
