t imes!  The amazing thing 
about  the Lord is that  when 
we so least  deserve i t , God 
st i l l  extends His grace and 
mercy towards us!   

Looking back at  my l i fe I ’ve 
seen His mercy in act ion 
many t imes.  Ephesians 2:4-
5—But God being r ich in 
mercy, because of His great 
love with which He loved us, 
even when we were dead in 
our  t ransgressions, made us 
al ive together  wi th Christ .  
By grace you have been 
saved!   Growing up as a kid 
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Connecting with people, con-
necting with other ministries 
and together connecting with 
the Lord has been such a won-
derful journey for us as we were 
on the road this past year.

The only 
t ime I  did was at  the beginning of every 
school year .  Back then in the day every 
student  went  to church the first  school 
day after  summer vacat ion.  I  remember 
that  vividly, because at  fi rst  when I  was 
younger i t  wasn’t  that  big of a deal , but 
once a teenager i t  became something 
that  wasn’t  cool to do and so with a few 
fr iends we skipped church and had a 
couple hours to do whatever  we wanted 
before we went  to school.  I  remember at  
fi rst  thinking: ‘I  didn’t  know I  could skip 
church……’  That  thought  never  oc-
curred to me, because skipping class or  
school was total ly out  of the quest ion 
and that  was par t  of school. I  would 
have had something else coming at 
home had I  ever  skipped class and I  
feared that  more than the pressure of 
‘fr iends’.  Skipping church wasn’t  much 
of a big deal  though, because after  al l  
my parents didn’t  at tend ei ther . 

There was one church service though, 
that  I  wi l l  never  forget .  I t  was another 
fi rst  day of school, the dread of that 
alone was depressing and then having 

to go into one of those dark churches, si t  
in the pew and hear ing some rel igious 
looking person blab stuff from a lofty 
pulpi t  was not  a place where I  wanted to 
be, anywhere else but  there.   I  remem-
ber  that  my other  fr iends weren’t  there 
that  day for  some reason and I  forgot 
why, so I  pret ty much would be on my 
own, which wasn’t  a lot  of fun ei ther . 

Then there were a couple classmates 
that  met  up with me and they invi ted 
me to their  church.  I  was l ike…..naww, 
thanks, I  don’t  l ike al l  that  organ stuff 
and si t t ing in some pew hearing a mes-
sage from ‘on high’.  But  they told me 
that  this was di fferent  than any other 
church I ’ve been in.  They said there 
were people playing gui tar  and singing 
upbeat  songs, there was no organ and i t  
was in a regular  room with regular 
chairs and the guy that  was talking was 
real ly cool .  Since I  real ly had no place 
else to go, I  decided to go with them, be-
cause what  drew me to go with them 
was that  they had ment ioned ‘they do 
the music with the gui tar ’.  THAT 
peaked my interest  and so I  went .  Even 
though I  don’t  remember what  the mes-
sage was, I  remember dist inct ly and 
very clear ly several  things:  I  walked 

into a room with regular  windows.  
There were cushy chairs in a row, peo-
ple were standing up, raising hands and 
they sang happy songs.  There was a 
guy with a gui tar  that  could play and 
sing!  Wow, how cool  is that .  There 
were other  musicians too and someone 
had a tambour ine.  I t  was upbeat  and 
cheery and immediately I  fel t  comfor t -
able.  I  actually l istened to the speaker  
and I  fel t  refreshed and encouraged and 
I  walked out  of there so exci ted think-
ing, now THIS IS CHURCH!  There 
wasn’t  this God’s gonna come down on 
you at t i tude. A seed was planted!   I  re-
member going home and tel l ing my par-
ents exci tedly about  this service and 
that  I  wanted to star t  going to church 
there……...I  don’t  remember why I  
never  got  to go back, but  I  think my par-
ents just  never  took me…….yet  I ’ve 
never  forgot ten that  service! 

I ’m amazed at  the constant  grace of God 
in my l i fe— how He pul led me to Him, 
by al l  those seeds.   

For  i t  whi le we were enemies we were 
reconci led to God through the death of 
His Son, much more, having been recon-
ci led, we shal l  be saved by His l i fe. (Rom

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Recently we were invited by Harvey and 
Monica Keil out of Dallas, TX, to come 
down to their place in the Dallas, TX area. 
Their calling is focused upon the biker 
community, as they are associated with 
CMA (Christian Motorcycle Association).

It was up in Sturgis at the 
bike rally this year and we had closed 
down early because it was raining and 
all of a sudden we heard voices calling 
out to us to see if we were still in the 
tent.  In came Woody, another biker 
friend we met and a whole group of 
people.  That tent was full of laughter 
and fun as we had a great time of fel-
lowship and fed everyone.  They all 
hung around until the rain subsided a 
bit, some outfitted with trash bag rain-
coats.  It was hilarious. 
As everyone was leaving, Ox handed us 
his card and told us that we need to look 
him up the next time we’ ll be in Nash-
ville.  That’s exactly what we did.  We 
had a fun time with them and are so 
thankful for their hospitality and care 
for us.   
 
Ox’s real name is actually John, but 
hardly anyone calls him that, not while 
we were there anyways.  John and An-
nie have been married for 23 years and 

have twin daughters.  We’ve met both 
of the girls and they are just great.   
John and Annie also have a cute little 
granddaughter who is such a happy little 
baby with beautiful eyes and a sweet 
smile. 
 
As a bit of history, God delivered 
John from a life of abuse and ex-
cess and transformed him into a 
passionate soul winner for Jesus 
Christ.  Raised in a secure Catholic 
home in Chicago, IL, John had spi-
raled down to a life in the streets.  
At 18 years old he was caught up in 
the violent lifestyle of a Motorcycle 
Club and was dealing and using 
drugs and alcohol and embracing all the 
immorality that comes with that way of 
life.            One day at work, he was 
handed a tape that changed his life for-
ever.  The tape was called “The Horrors 
of Hell” , and had such an impact on 
John that he gave his life to Christ and 
now is working harder for God than he 
ever did for the devil.
